Comments for 2008:

85% of clients have children, 42% of these children witness domestic violence, when 37% are victims of domestic violence themselves.
2 University students (future social worker and a future psychologist) had successful work placements at The Crisis Centre “Ekaterina” this year.    
A multi-agency conference “Domestic Violence: monitoring and analysis on the example of Sverdlovsk Oblast” took place in March 2009. 100 people representing 23 organisations from 15 cities and town attended the conference. 8 media agencies were covering the conference: 2 newspapers, 2 information agencies and 2 TV channels. The next day a press conference took place at the “Interfax” agency summarising the conference ; it was broadcasts directly on TV Channel 4.
